Suggested Clothing and Materials for Campers

Each day campers will be spending time inside the Museum’s galleries and
studio spaces as well as limited time outside on the Museum grounds for
park activities, mid-morning and mid-afternoon breaks and lunch.

For their comfort and safety, we recommend the following:

v' Closed-toe shoes preferred

v' Campers should wear comfortable and layered clothing that they
don’t mind geting dirty or soiled with art materials. Please be
aware that some art materials (like acrylic paint) can be difficult
to remove from clothing.

v' Bag lunch and drink, as well as snacks for mid-morning and mid-
afternoon. (For younger campers, it is helpful if snacks are
labeled and put in separate bags from their lunch.)

Water bottle
Sunscreen
Sunglasses
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Backpack or tote to carry these items
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
